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European Football Championship 2024 in Germany: our tips for football fans
Euro 2024 in Germany is less than 6 months away for footballers and fans alike!
If you have already bought your tickets for one or more of the matches, it's time to start planning your trip to Germany. Before you start looking for accommodation or transport, the European Consumer Centre would like to remind you of the best ways to avoid mishaps.

Accommodation: Beware of (over)tempting offers
International events are a godsend for fraudsters. It's the perfect opportunity for them to offer 'fake accommodation'. To lure you in, they post adverts online that sound too good to be true, at prices that beat the competition.
To avoid getting trapped:
- Prefer to book through reputable online platforms;
- Compare prices and cancellation policies;
- Check that the photos do not match another advert and the geographical location;
- Contact the advertiser directly and ask for a written description of the accommodation;
- Do not pay if you are not sure of the owner's identity;
- Make sure you are on a secure site before paying online
- If you are using a German- language booking site, make sure that you do not accidentally book an accommodation. You may only just want to check the price. “Jetzt kaufen” (“buy now”) or buttons with similar labelling mean that you agree to pay.

Football stadiums in low emission zones – don’t forget your “Umweltplakette“ (“environmental badge”)

Of the ten German cities hosting Euro 2024, nine have set up an environmental zone. These areas called „Umweltzone“ exclude the most polluting vehicles from entering, such as the “ZFE-mobilité“ in France.
To drive in the cities of Berlin, Cologne, Dortmund, Düsseldorf, Frankfurt on the Main, Gelsenkirchen, Leipzig, Stuttgart and Munich, your car must have a "Umweltplakette 4". This green sticker is compulsory for all German and foreign vehicles.

Euro 2024 by train

If you are planning to travel by train in Germany, you have several options to choose from. ICEs are the fastest trains, but also the most expensive. Regional trains (RB, RE, IRE) are certainly cheaper, but your journey will be longer. Whatever you choose, you will probably have to make one or more changes. To make up for any delays and avoid a stressful platform change, we recommend you choose a connection of at least 45 minutes.
